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ABSTRACT OF COURT RECORDS            
REGARDING SETTLEMENT OF ESTATE 

OF JEREMIAH BOYD

   Beginning December, 1869 Monroe County, 
Tennessee  
   Sons of Jeremiah Boyd deceased. December 
6, 1869 Jeremiah Boyd, Darius E. Boyd, citizens 
of Monroe County, David L. Boyd, a citizen of 
McMinn County, Joseph A. Boyd a citizen of 
the State of Arkansas. Daughters of Jeremiah 
Boyd deceased. Sarah Summit and Husband   
Eusebius Summit, citizens of Monroe County 
and Mary A. Endsley a citizen of the State of  
Arkansas, Complainants.  

Vs.  
   Sons of Jeremiah Boyd deceased. Andrew 
Boyd and Martin Boyd, citizens of the State of 
Illinois, Widow and daughter of Jeremiah Boyd 
deceased. Susannah Boyd and Martha Boyd, 
citizens of Monroe County. Children and heirs 
at law of John K. Boyd deceased who was a son 
of Jeremiah Boyd deceased. Mary A. Pullen, 
Susan C. Boyd, Sarah F. Boyd, John W. Boyd, 
Phillip M. Boyd, Martha E. Boyd, Wilber B. 
Boyd, Abraham W. Boyd, and Alis(Alice) M. 
Boyd, citizens of Bradley County, the last six of 
whom are minors and have no regular guardian.  
[Note: the districts referred to here are districts 
named as the government acquired them from 
the Cherokee Indians. Jeremiah almost certainly 
obtained his land through land grants. Jeremiah 
Boyd died intestate, owning two tracts of land:]  
• 160 acres (quarter section) in Hiwasse     

District on which Jeremiah lived at the time 
of his death (later referred to as his "home 
farm") 

• 160 acres (quarter section) in Ocoee District 
(later referred to as his "mountain tract")  

   Jeremiah's personal assets were ample to     
satisfy all outstanding liabilities so it will not be 
necessary to sell any portion of the land for the 
payment of debts.  
   Complainants requested that the land be sold 
and proceeds divided rather than divide the land 
among the heirs.  
 

May 9, 1870 Susannah's answer to the bill filed on 
Dec. 6, 1869: She agreed to her dower interest in 
the land being included in the sale of the land    
provided she receive a reasonable portion of the 
proceeds. 
 
June 9, 1870 States that defendants Andrew Boyd 
and Martin Boyd failed to appear and make        
defense to the bill (above). Judge orders that the 
bill be set for hearing ex parte and orders the      
following to be reported at the next term of the 
court:  
1. whether the lands are susceptible to               

advantageous partition 
2. whether it is manifestly in the best interest of 

all to sell the dower interest of Susannah with 
the land 

3. what would be a reasonable amount to allow 
Susannah in lieu of dower 

4. what would be a fair price for the tracts of land  
 
November 24, 1870 Interrogatories of witnesses 
regarding the questions of June 9, 1870... witnesses 
stated that: 
1. A fair price for the home farm is $750 
2. The dower portion should be $50(1/15th) 
3. A fair price for the mountain tract is $60 
4. The dower portion should be $4(1/15th) 
  
December, 1870 The results of the interrogatories 
above reported to the court. 
 
May, 1871 Judge orders that after 30 days notice 
by advertisement at 5 public places in Monroe 
County, sale of the land shall proceed at public sale 
at the courthouse door in Madisonville, to the  
highest and best bidder. The action will be reported 
in the next term of the court. 
  
June 27, 1871 Announcement of Chancery Sale 
and terms of the sale. 
  
November, 1871 The home farm was sold to John 
Cline for $751. The mountain tract failed to sell for 
the minimum price of $60, as set by the court.

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March, 1872 Judge ordered that the mountain 
tract be sold for whatever it would bring.  
  
June, 1872 Report to the court that the mountain 
tract was sold, at public sale per terms of the 
court, to Jeremiah Boyd (Jr.) for $1.

RADER9 December 24, 1835 in Monroe Co., Tennessee9, 
daughter of JOHN RADER and ELIZABETH SCOTT.  He 
married (2) SARAH BOYD10 May 21, 1846 in Monroe Co., 
Tennessee10, daughter of JEREMIAH BOYD and SUSAN.

1.  The given name of Summitt/Sumit/Summet/Summett 
varies considerably from census to census.  He first    
appeared in the 1840 Tennessee census as "Esavias 
Sumit" in Monroe County; he was between 20-30 years 
of age, his wife was in the same age bracket and they had 
two daughters.  "Eurebius Summett", age 31, appeared in 
Monroe County, Tennessee in the 1850 census with wife 
Sarah (28).   "Esarbius Summet" (40) appeared in the 
1860 Monroe County, Tennessee census with wife Sarah 
(33).  Daniel is known to have settled in Greene County, 
Tennessee and remained there at least through 1870, 
while his parents had moved on to ??  The "Summitt" 
family could not be found in the 1870 census, either in 
Tennessee or Arkansas.

Subject: Purchase of “Dogs” 
 
   In two recent issues of the Summitt Family Quarterly, where estate sales were being described, 
the authors referred to the unique purchase of “dogs” as if they were animals. Having gone 
through many estate records from the 1600’s onward, I can assure you the references are not to 
animals, but to “fire dogs” which were what we now commonly call andirons. These were metal 
racks that held the firewood (inside the hearth) up off the hearth floor, allowing air to be drafted 
up through, rather than above, the wood and embers, thus ensuring that the logs burned          
efficiently. Small shovels were used periodically to remove the ashes from under the grating on 
the fire dogs. 
   In almost all the estate records I’ve reviewed, the widow purchased the family fire 
dogs, and all or nearly all the cooking utensils. The only exceptions to the above seem 
to have been when the widow was very poor or quite elderly, I.e. probably living with 
others who did the cooking for her. Also, the widow usually received use of the “home 
place,” as part of her widow’s dower (1/3 of her husband’s estate, beginning in the

1700’s in Virginia, and later 
Kentucky and Tennessee),  
during her natural life.  She 
obviously needed the fire dogs 
and cooking ware for her 
kitchen to remain functional.  
   The fire dogs were valuable 
items because they were made 
out of iron, an expensive and 
relatively scarce item in early 
days. In fact, almost all        
reasonably affluent estate sales 
recorded the sales of scrap 
iron. When iron tools did 
break, the pieces were kept to 
be rejoined later by          
blacksmiths, or fashioned into 
other tools.

He married (1) EMALINE R SHAFFER2 September 26, 1847 in      
Washington County, Virginia, daughter of W ILLIAM SHAFFER and DOLLY HICKMAN.  She 
was born June 18, 1828 in West of Bristol, Washington County, Virginia2, and died 1863 
in Fannin County, Texas.  He married (2) MARY LACKEY2 June 26, 1866 in Fannin 
County, Texas.  She was born 1845 in Tennessee2, and died 1880 in Sims, Montgomery 
County, Arkansas.  He married (3) DELITHA MOSS2 October 04, 1891 in Sims,          
Montgomery County, Arkansas.  She was born Abt. 1830 in Montgomery, Arkansas3,4 , 
and died in Montgomery, Arkansas. 
 
Notes for JOHN FRANCIS SUMMIT : 
John is buried in Barber Cemetery, northeast of Sims in Montgomery County, Arkansas. 
He was a member of the Church of God, received by his on Daniel Shaffer Summit at 
Lone Valley in August 1880 at age 54. Paul C Summitt's notes indicate the following: "it 
has been said that while at an Eldership, fall of 1915, at one of the neighboring churches 
Rev D.S. Summit was in the pulpit preaching, when word came to him that his youngest 
son, Grover, had suddenly become critically ill. When he received the news, he only 
quoted from the scripture: 'Let the dead bury the dead', and continued his sermon. When 
he reached home his wife, Mat, was almost hysterical but he spoke these words to her, 
'The Lord giveth and the Lord taketh away'."[JohnASummit.FTW] 
 
There is a dispute about his name.  May be Francis or John Francis

Member of Church of God, having being received by his son Daniel Shaffer Summit at 
Lone Va lley in August 1880 at age 54. (George was born July 1, 1880.) 
 
John Francis must have been quire a character.  He was born in Monroe Co., Tennessee in 
1826.  He was married to his first wife, Emaline Shaffer in 1847 in Washington Co.,    
Virginia.  He had nine children with her (six children in Tennessee and three in Texas) 
and she died in 1863 in Fannin Co., Texas possibly at the birth of her last child. (Note: 
Dolly Ann b. 1857 in Tenn., John Ballard b. 1858 in Texas- indicated move from Tenn. to 
Tex. (1857-58) Three years later, in 1866, he married Mary Lackey in Fannin Co., Texas 
and moved to Montgomery Co., Arkansas about 1868.  He then had three more children 
by Mary Lackey. Nancy Jane b. 1870, Henry Oliver b. 1878 and George Washington b. 
July 1, 1880.   Mary Lackey died sometime after the birth of George in 1880 and his third 
marriage to Delitha Moss in 1891.  He died in 1892.

John Franklin and Eugenie also had a 
daughter named Mabel M. Summitt born September 18, 1908, but she died 
as a child on June 1, 1911, the year after Eugenie died.  I am fairly sure that 
J.P. Darden married a Mary E. Tucker after Nancy died in 1886.  Then 
Mary E. Tucker Darden, J. P.’s widow, married John Franklin Summitt to 
help raise the kids after Eugenie died in 1910.  I know it sounds confusing.  
The story goes that Mary E. had promised Eugenie that she would take care 
of the children after she was gone and Mary E. did not think it proper to 
live in the house with John Franklin and not be married.  I remember Mary 
E. when I was growing up, so she outlived John Franklin.
