Do any of you know who this person is? | am trying to save thisinto my
file, but cannot figure out who heis. Thanks, Glen
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"SQUIRE SUMMIT'S BARN BURNED--The large barn of Squire J.T.
SUMMIT at Bruceville was destroyed by fire Friday morning at day light.
About three hundred bushels of corn, a quantity of hay, two valuable
mules, wagon and buggy and tools were destroyed. Squire SUMMIT was
aroused in time to save one horse and colt. Thefire is supposed to have
been of incendiary origin. Loss was $2,000, no insurance."

| replied - “1'm guessing here because | can't find but one J.T. Summit in my files and he
was born in Kentucky about 1901. James Lee Summitt (my great-grandfather) wasin the
Dyershurg area about thistime. Brucevilleis couth of Dyersburg. James Lee had several
sons with similar initials who may have been in the area about the time also: Jonathan
Lee (DOB - Mar 15, 1862), John Franklin (Paul C.'s grandfather - DOB - Sept 26,

1870), James A. (DOB - Nov. 30, 1883), and Joseph Homer (DOB - Jan 26, 1889). I'll
seeif | canfind if any one of these were ever asquire. | think | remember James Lee
being referred to as Squire in something. I'll ook for it. James Leeisin the Census for
Dyer County in both 1910 and | think 1920. | don't think he arrived in Cardwell to live
with my grandfather (Chester A) until around 1925. (He died in 1927). I'll do some more
checking but | suspect you'll find that most Summit(t)s around Dyersburg are going to
trace back to James L ee somewhere.”
